
 
 
 
All dogs and cats over 4 months of age must be licensed in your respective city.  This 
applies to all dogs living in Palm Coast, Flagler Beach, and City of Bunnell.  
Unincorporated County areas are not required to have licenses.   
 
The license tag has an assigned identification number that identifies you as the owner 
should the dog become lost or separated from you. See below for individual city 
procedures. 
 
PALM COAST – Every animal shall be licensed annually.  Any animal remaining in the 
City for more than 30 days shall be licensed.  The City license shall be issued by 
Flagler Humane Society to the owner of the animal upon presentation of a valid rabies 
certificate and the payment of the license fee. The fees are as follows:  $5.00 for 
sterilized animals and $10.00 for unsterilized animals.  Call (386) 445-1814 for more 
information. 
 
FLAGLER BEACH – Every dog or cat over four months of age that remains in the city 
for more than thirty days shall be licensed.  Each license is valid for one year.  Owners 
are required to provide notice of any change in information with twenty days of such 
change.  The City license shall be issued by the Flagler Beach City Hall to the owner of 
the animal upon presentation of a valid rabies certificate and the payment of the 
license fee.  The fees are as follows: $2.00 for both sterilized and unsterilized animals.

BUNNELL – All dogs and cats, six months or older, kept, harbored, or maintained by 
their owners in the City, shall be licensed.  Licenses shall be issued annually by the 
Bunnell City Hall to the owner of the animal upon presentation of a valid rabies 
certificate and the payment of the license fee.  The fees are as follows: $3.00 for 
unsterilized animals and $5.00 for unsterilized animals.  Dogs are required to be 
provided with a collar to which the license tag must be affixed.  The collar and tag must 
be worn at all times.  Cat owners are required to be prepared to present documentation 
upon request.
